The BSWCD Bradford County allocation was cut from $5,210 for FY 2018 to $2,870 for FY 2019.  In 2020 Bradford County paid BSWCD expenses of $1,900 directly and the BSWCD had no bank account.  The BSWCD stopped functioning during the last half of FY 2020 due to a failure to meet meeting quorum requirements.  Bradford County allocated $2,870 to the BSWCD in its FY 21 Budget.  When the newly elected BSWCD Supervisors took office in January 21 they were able to restart BSWCD programs using that $2,870.  In FY 22, 23, and 24 The BSWCD received $5,000 from Bradford County.  
The BSWCD also has a reserve fund generated by revenue from donations, grant funds not spent, and the sale of welded wire fence compost bins.
